History

Alntroduced in the late 1970s by Guideline
Advisory Board created by the Judiciary

AVoluntary guidelines were implemented
statewide in 1983

AChapter 648 (1999) created permanent,
independent Sentencing Commission
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Statement of Intent @

Criminal Procedure Articlkp-202

1. Sentencing should be fair and proportional and
policies should reduce unwarranted disparity

2. Policies should help inform the public

3. Policies should preserve meaningful judicial disc
4. Sentencing guidelines should be voluntary
5

. Priority for correctional facilities should be the
confinement of violent and career offenders

6. Judges should be able to impose the most apprg
penalty, including corrections options

ﬁOne or more crimes committed in the course ¢
the same transaction.
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Multiple Criminal Events

AMore than one criminal transaction committed
over a period of time.

AMultiple criminal events being sentenced
together may have occurred on the same date
different dates.

AOffenses that occur on different dates are
almost always separate criminal events.
